Research Projects

a) Analyse der Paulusbriefe auf dem Hintergrund dokumentarischer Papyri (Analysis of the Pauline
Epistles Based on Documentary Papyri)

Head of staff: Michael Ernst and Peter Arzt

This project was originally started in 1989. The aim of this project is to investigate the use of the papyri
and ostraca to illumine the text, language, society, and thought of the New Testament. In private and offi-
cial letters, deeds, contracts etc. we find formulas, phrases or single words which we find also in the Gos-
pels or in New Testament letters. We may ask if and how these may be compared with one another, how
the authors and redactors of New Testament texts as well as the original readers of those texts were in-
fluenced by the language of everyday life, private and official. And that language is preserved most of all
in documentary papyri and related material.

After collecting all the references that can be given for phrases, formulas and single words, we evaluate
the comparability (the “Vergleichswert”) of every single reference. We have to ask questions about a
comparable date, society, social class, political circumstances etc. All the investigations lead to the edi-
ting of a commentary on the Pauline letters, which is based on papyrological evidence.

In 1993 the project was sponsored by the Austrian Science Fund (Fonds zur Férderung der wissenschaft-
lichen Forschung — FWF). From 1994 to 1996 Amphilochios Papathomas started to investigate First Co-
rinthians and particular topics and phrases of that letter.

For a first extensive phase of the project we worked on hermeneutical questions and specified the inves-
tigation criteria.

Peter Arzt-Grabner worked on an extensive commentary on the Letter to Philemon, which was published
in 2003.

Contemporaneously all members of the project worked on the commentary on First Corinthians.
Exemplary investigations have been accomplished and published, too.

During this time a commentary on the First and Second Epistle to the
Corinthians has been continued by Franz Winter (post graduate) and Giinther Schwab.

d) Papyrologischer Kommentar zu den Thessalonikerbriefen (Papyrological Commentary on First and
Second Thessalonians)

From September 2004 until May 2008 this project — again sponsored by the Austrian Science Fund
(Fonds zur Forderung der wissenschaftlichen Forschung — FWF) — was aimed at the edition of an exten-
sive commentary on these two New Testament epistles, based on documentary papyri and ostraca. The



volume on 1Thess is done by Andreas Bammer, 2Thess by Christina M. Kreinecker and Gunther
Schwab.

e) Papyrologischer Kommentar zu den neutestamentlichen Passionsberichten (Papyrological Commen-
tary on New Testament Passion Stories)

Head of staff: Peter Arzt-Grabner.

From October 2008 until September 2013 this project is again sponsored by the Austrian Science Fund
(Fonds zur Férderung der wissenschaftlichen Forschung — FWF). The analysis of the different types of
documents and their contents as well as rhetoric implications allows to identify the texts, relevant for a
more accurate description and understanding of the capture, accusation, trial, condemnation, and execu-
tion of Jesus of Nazareth. As a specific aspect, the Roman jurisdiction, as the legal background of Ju-
daea during the first century CE, will be examined. This will include observations on illegal actions of the
authorities, reasons for executions, and amnesties. Concerning these issues, the documentary papyri of-
fer a direct access to what happened in everyday life. Furthermore, the passion stories will be analysed
according to their anti-semitic structure which — at the same time — appears to have a more or less
friendly attitude towards the Roman administration.

This volume will be done by Christina M. Kreinecker.
